Ask about Condition 

You can ask about condition of person you know by the following formula: 

Hi, name. How are you? 

Fine, thanks, name. And you? 

Fine, thanks. 

Ex: Ask about John condition . 

Hi, John. How are you? 

Fine, thanks, Zaki. And you? 

Fine, thanks. 
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Ask about Country 

You can ask about country by the following formula : 

Where are you from, name? 

I am from England. Where are you from? 

I am from Spain. From Madrid. 

Ex: Ask about Salim Country. 

Where are you from, Salim? 

I am from Jordan. Where are you from? 

I am from Egypt. From Cairo. 

Ask about Job 

You can ask about job by the following formula : 

What is your job? 

I am a teacher. 

Ex: Ask about Zaki's job. 

What is your job, Zaki? 

I am a doctor. 

Request a Permission 

You can request a permission by the following formula : 

May I _____ ? 

or 

Could I _____ ? 

Ex: Request a permission to open the window . 

May I open the window ? 

Ex: Request a permission to leave the classroom . 

Could I leave the classroom ? 
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Ask Question about Price 

You can ask question about price by the following formula : 

How Much + ( is / are ) + ______ ? 

Ex: Ask about the car price . 

How Much is the car ? 

Ex: Ask about the pens price . 

How Much are the pens ? 

Prepositions 

It use with time , place , transportations . 

1- (in) : 

time : it use with months , seasons , years , comes with meaning during . 

Ex:  

in April . 

in Summer . 

in 2021 . 

I will be home in one hour . 

 

Place : it comes with meaning inside . 

Ex: 

in this room . 

in this country . 

in this book . 

in this box . 

 

transportations : Somewhat comes with small transportations (car , taxi) . 

Ex: 

I am in my car right now . 
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I usually travel in my car . 

I am in taxi right now . 

2- (on) : 

time : it use with week days . 

Ex:  

on Friday . 

on Monday . 

I will meet you on Monday . 

 

Place : It is used with things that have a surface . 

Ex: 

on the floor . 

on the table . 

on the ground . 

There is a lot of food on the table . 

 

transportations : Somewhat comes with big transportations (bus , ship , boat , 

plane , train) . 

Ex: 

on the ship . 

on the boat . 

on the plane . 

on the train . 

I am on the bus . 
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3- (at) : 

time: it use with specific time ,also with (at night),(at weekend) . 

Ex:  

at 2:30 p.m. 

at 10  o'clock . 

I will meet you at 11:00 a.m. tomorrow . 

at night . 

at weekend . 

 

Place : It is used with things that are obvious , do not need an explanation . 

Ex: 

at school . 

at the party . 

at the cinema . 

at work . 

at home . 

4- (of) : 

The use : 

a) Used for belonging to : 

Ex: 

The window of my house is broken . 

The bag of my friend is beautiful . 

b) Used to indicate an amount or number : 

Ex: 

I drink two cups of milk . 

The majority of people travelling in summer . 

c) Used with some expressions : 
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a lot of : 

Ex: 

I have a lot of friends . 

Lots of : 

Ex: 

Lots of snow falls in winter . 

Use of (a) and (an) 

1- (a) : use with names, adjectives which is singular and countable, on condition 

names, adjectives not start with the vowels letter {a,e,i,o,u} .  

Ex: 

I am reading a book . 

I bought a car yesterday . 

This is a beautiful city . 

2- (an) : use with names, adjectives which is singular and countable, on 

condition names, adjectives start with the vowels letter {a,e,i,o,u} . 

Ex: 

Alex training to be an engineer . 

This is an excellent pencil . 

I want an orange juice . 

 

Use of (Few)and(Little) 

1- (Few) : It use for countable and refers to no abundance . 

Ex: 

I have few ideas about that subject . 

I know very few people around my new house . 

We had few chairs . 

2- (Little) : It use for uncountable and also refers to no abundance . 
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Ex: 

My coffee is bitter. You must have put little sugar in it . 

We had little snow last winter . 

I have little juice . 

Use of (So) and (Such) 

1- (So) : It used before adjective or adverb Provided there is no noun after it , 

and also used before ( much , many , few ) . 

Ex:  

You are so kind . 

I ate so much cake . 

She has so few good ideas . 

2- (Such) : It used before adjective or adverb provided there is a noun after it , 

and also used before ( a lot of ) . 

Ex: 

You are such a kind person . 

I ate such a lot of food . 

He is such a bad person . 

Distributives 

1- ALL : it use as the formulas : 

All + name(plural) + verb(plural) or auxiliary verb(plural) + complement 

All + name(singular and uncountable) + verb(singular) or auxiliary verb(singular) + 

complement 

All + name(singular and countable) + verb(singular) or auxiliary verb(singular) + 

complement (in certainty case) 

 

Ex: 

All the students are in the classroom . 

All books have summaries . 

All the money was stolen . 

All the house is mine . 

 

2- EVERY : it use as the formula : 
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Every + name(singular and countable) + verb(singular) or auxiliary verb(singular) + 

complement  

 

Ex: 

Every boy has a shirt . 

Every book contains a summary . 

Every classroom contains a data show . 

 

3- EACH OF : it use as the formula : 

Each of + name(plural) + verb(singular) or auxiliary verb(singular) + complement 

 

Ex: 

Each of the students wears a uniform . 

Each of the players has a role . 

Each of the dogs has a collar . 

 

Use of (The)  

1- Used for things already known, or that have been mentioned: 

Ex: 

I have a watch, the watch is blue. 

 

2- Used to talk about the unique and special things in the universe: 

Ex: 

The Moon 

The Sun 

The World 

 

3- When mentioning a description or information that identifies names and 

make it distinctive: 

Ex: 

I am watching the movie you told me about. 
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Negative  

1- First Pattern: 

To change an affirmative sentence into the negative, put (not) after the auxiliary 

verb(is,are,was,were,shall,should,will,would,can,could,may,might,must), and after 

(had, have, has) if p.p. come after it. 

Ex: 

Maha is at home. 

Maha is not at home. 

Yousif has got a car. 

Yousif hasn’t got a car. 

2- Second Pattern: 

If the sentence is does not contain auxiliary verb and the verb is in the present, put (do 

not) before it. without change the verb. 

Ex: 

They live in Bahrain. 

They do not live in Bahrain. 

I have lunch at school. 

I don’t have lunch at school. 

3- Third Pattern: 

If the verb ends in (s) for the third person singular, put (does not) before it and omit 

the (s). Note that (has) become (doesn’t have) in negative. 
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Ex: 

Huda speaks English well. 

Huda does not speak English well. 

He has sugar with tea. 

He doesn’t have sugar with tea. 

4- Fourth Pattern: 

If the verb is in the past. Put (did not) before it and change it to present. Note that 

(had) become (didn’t have) in negative. 

Ex: 

I watched television last night. 

I didn’t watch television last night. 

He wrote me a letter. 

He didn’t write me a letter. 

I had a letter from him. 

I didn’t have a letter from him. 

Note 1: 

When there (some) turn it into (any) in negative. 

Ex: 

There are some oranges on the tree. 

There are not any oranges on the tree. 

We need some sugar. 

We don’t need any sugar. 
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Note 2: 

When there (a lot of) or (plenty of) turn it in negative into (many) if followed by 

countable noun and turn it into (much) if followed by uncountable noun. 

Ex: 

I have got a lot of stamps. 

I haven’t got many stamps. 

He has got a lot of money on him. 

He hasn’t got much money on him. 

There is plenty of milk in the bottle. 

There isn’t much milk in the bottle. 

Interrogative 

1- First Pattern: 

To make an interrogative sentence, put the following auxiliary 

verbs(is,are,was,were,shall,should,will,would,can,could,may,might,must) before the 

subject and put (had, have, has) if p.p. come after it before the subject. Add a question 

mark at the end of the interrogative sentence. Also note that: 

(I am) become (Are you) in interrogative. 

(You are) become (Am I) for singular and (Are we) for plural in interrogative. 

(I was) become (Were you) in interrogative. 

Use (will) with (you). 

Ex: 

Tom is at home. 

Is Tom at home ? 
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I have got a pen. 

Have you got a pen ? 

The bus was full. 

Was the bus full ? 

My father has got a car. 

Has your father got a car ? 

I can swim. 

Can you swim ? 

You may come in. 

May I come in ? 

I am ready. 

Are you ready ? 

You are early. 

Am I early ? 

I was busy. 

Were you busy ? 

I shall do it. 

Will you do it ? 

2- Second Pattern: 

If the sentence is without auxiliary verb and the verb is in present put (Do) before the 

subject and don’t change the verb.

Ex: 

Doctors work in hospitals. 

Do doctors work in hospitals ? 

I have a watch. 

Do you have a watch ? 

3- Third Pattern: 

If the verb ends in (s) for the third person singular. Put (Does) before the subject and 

omit the (s). When there (has) we put (Does) before the subject and turn (has) into 

(have) in interrogative. 

Ex: 

My brother studies in London. 

Does your brother study in London ? 

She has a dog. 

Does she have a dog ? 

4- Fourth Pattern: 

If the verb is in the past. Put (Did) before the subject and change the verb into the 

present. When there (had) we put (Did) before the subject and turn (had) into (have) 

in interrogative. 

Ex: 

The children played with the cat. 

Did the children play with the cat ? 

I saw you at the bus – stop yesterday. 

Did you see me at the bus – stop yesterday ? 
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I had my lunch. 

Did you have your lunch ? 

Note 1: 

When there (some) turn it into (any) in interrogative. 

Ex: 

There are some men in the room. 

Are there any men in the room ? 

There is some meat on the table. 

Is there any meat on the table ? 

Note 2: 

When there (a lot of) or (plenty of) turn it in interrogative into (many) if followed by 

countable noun and turn it into (much) if followed by uncountable noun. 

Ex: 

I bought a lot of books. 

Did you buy many books ? 

There were plenty of cars on the road. 

Were there many cars on the road ? 

The baby drank a lot of milk. 

Did the baby drink much milk ? 
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Note 3: 

When (had, have, has) use as a main verbs and in interrogative we put (have) as a 

main verb and put (Do) before the subject for (have) and put (Does) before the subject 

for (has) and put (Did) before the subject for (had) in interrogative. 

Ex: 

I usually have a sleep in the afternoon. 

Do you usually have a sleep in the afternoon ? 

She has a cup of tea in the morning. 

Does she have a cup of tea in the morning ? 

We had bad weather last week. 

Did you have bad weather last week ? 

Note 4: 

When (had to, have to, has to) use as a main verbs and in interrogative we put (have 

to) as a main verb and put (Do) before the subject for (have to) and put (Does) before 

the subject for (has to) and put (Did) before the subject for (had to) in interrogative. 

Ex: 

You have to leave now. 

Do I have to leave now ? 

He has to see a doctor. 

Does he have to see a doctor ? 

I had to go by air. 

Did you have to go by air ? 
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Note 5: 

When (Did, Does, Do) use as a main verbs and in interrogative we put (Do) as a main 

verb and put (Do) before the subject for (Do) and put (Does) before the subject for 

(Does) and put (Did) before the subject for (Did) in interrogative. 

Ex: 

They do their work carefully. 

Do they do their work carefully ? 

I did it by myself. 

Did you do it by yourself ?
